Subcommittee Reports

e Advocacy/Membership — Linda Kalafut
Linda reported on the current status of membership in North Carolina. There were 76 individual
members last year and 6 institutional members. This year (posted 10/20/2008) there are 72
individual members and 8 institutional members. National ATS sent a letter in April to those
individuals whose memberships had lapsed and requested to re-join. Deb Braun asked Dr. Wyatt
to address this in the NCCOT meeting. Linda will get a membership listing with contact
information, however the concern is that this list is outdated. Gail will ask Dale Hill and Deb Braun
to work with Linda on spearheading this initiative to get updated membership list from National
and work on getting current contact information for all members. Gail will address asking all of the
Level 3 Trauma Centers to become institutional members.

e Legislative
There was no legislative report, but the group discussed a report issued by the NC Department of
Transportation that stated that NC motorcycle deaths have tripled since 1997, when the state
helmet laws were relaxed. The report noted that there was an increase in the number of
motorcycle riders, and that weather conditions may be a contributing factor.

The group discussed whether to fill the vacancy in the Legislative Liaison position but made no
decision.

e Fundraiser for 2009 — Gail Kluttz
Deb Braun reported on the status of the fundraising project and that plans are moving along. The
plan is to hold a gala sometime next year. She asked for more involvement from members to
move this forward.
